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STATEMENT OF INTENT.

The SMCC Ltd is committed to ensure the health, safety and welfare of all its members and those who may be affected by its activities. The policy will be reviewed annually,  and / or where circumstances demand changes to the policy.

RISK ASSESSMENTS

Site specific assessments will be carried out prior to all events. The purpose of which is to ensure identified hazards are documented and measured. The relevant controls will then be put in place to eliminate or reduce the risk to an acceptable level.    Following risk assessment the risks will be communicated to all relevant persons and documented. The person responsible for undertaking the risk assessment will be the person organising the event.

FIRST AID

Risk Assessment will be made prior to all events and suitable first aid requirements provided as follows:~

	1.	A suitably stocked first aid box.
	2.	An appointed person to take charge of first aid arrangements.
	3.	Details of these arrangements will be made known to all participants.

ACCIDENTS

All accidents will be reported and logged in an accident book.  This information will be kept in a safe and secure place, any recorded details will be treated as confidential.

Participants will be made aware of the accident book, its purpose and where it is kept.

FIRE

Prior to all events a fire risk assessment will be carried out. Based on the assessment findings, adequate and appropriate fire safety measures will be put in place.

All fire fighting equipment including fire extinguishers will be maintained in accordance with British Standard. (B.S) 5306 part 3.

Training on the use of Fire Safety Equipment will be given, where necessary.
